The home-based repositories include the Medical Situational Awareness in the 
Theater, the Theater Medical Data Store and the Clinical Data Repository. 

The TMIP Framework is designed to work in environments renowned for low 
or interrupted communications. The store and forward capability guarantees 
critical medical data is available to health care providers and decision makers.
