The purpose of the DOEHRS-IH system is to establish a database for career-long exposure record keeping and reporting to support
occupational and environmental health inspection (OEH), public health inspection, health risk management, and medical inspection; and to
provide this data in support of medical treatment, occupational and environmental illness evaluations, disability determinations, and claims
adjudication. Another purpose of this system is to complete the collection and analysis of threat exposures for designated event areas in all
phases of military operations and as a result of actual or perceived natural disasters, hazardous material releases, chemical/biological/nuclear
accidents which may affect Department of Defense (DoD)-affiliated personnel. DOEHRS-IH is fully deployed to the Army, Navy and Air
Force.

Individuals covered by the DOEHRS-IH system include:

Members of the Armed Forces; DoD-affiliated personnel (includes DoD civilian employees, DoD contractors, and DoD foreign national
employees) who live or work in areas requiring longitudinal data related to occupational, environmental, or public health. Also, spouses and
dependents of members of the Armed Forces and DoD-affiliated personnel are included if such spouse or dependent is in the area of a
perceived or actual occupational, environmental, or public health event.

DOEHRS-IH includes corporate reporting,
which provides timely and efficient worldwide access of
data and information to users throughout the DoD, including
Military Treatment Facility (MTF) Commanders, Industrial
Site Commanders, Deployed Site and MTF Commanders,
Lead Agents, and Installation Agencies. Corporate reporting
is the ability to roll-up data from the site level to the service
level and up to the DoD level.

DOEHRS-IH interfaces with the Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC). DMDC maintains the archive of personnel, manpower, training,
and financial data for the DoD. The communication between DOEHRS-IH and DMDC is bidirectional over a virtual private network (VPN)
connection, which is initiated by DOEHRS-IH. DOEHRS-IH retrieves personnel information from DMDC using a site-to-site VPN
provided by DMDC’s Authentication Data Repository Access Data Warchouse (ADR-ADW) system. ADR-ADW is located at DMDC’s
computer site.

DOEHRS-IH ILER will be collecting a one time data set from DMDC/Contingency Tracking System (CTS) to include non-classified
deployment information (2001 to 2018) for DoD personnel.

DOEHRS-IH collects information from
Members of the Armed Forces and DoD-affiliated personnel who live or work in areas requiring longitudinal data related to occupational,
environmental, or public health. Public collection, such as from spouses and dependents of members of the Armed Forces and DoD-
affiliated personnel, could be included if such spouse or dependent is in the area of a perceived or actual occupational, environmental, or
public health event. The last event impacting the public occurred in 2011 (Operation Tomodachi). These situations are rare and not subject
to the Paperwork Reduction Act.
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
