SUBJECT: Medica l Bill ing Rates fo r Care Provided to Fore ign Nationals Under Acqui sition 
and Cross-Servic ing Agreements in Deployed/Non-F ixed Medical Facilit ies

This memorand um updates re imbursement rates fo r medi ca l serv ices fu nded by the 
Military Departments (MLLDEPs) and prov ided at Department o f Defense (DoD) deployed/non­
fixed medical fac ilities to fore ign nationals covered under Acqui sit io n and Cross-Serv icing 
Agreements (ACSAs). Th is memorandum does not apply to mil itary med ical treatment fac ilities 
(MTFs) funded by the Defense Health Program and to MTF cost recovery programs under 
reference (a). These rates are effective as of the date of s igna ture of this memo randum and wi ll 
remain in effect until fu11her notice. This po licy does not establi sh e ligibili ty for care. 

Authority to establish fees for medical services provided by faci lities of the Uni formed 
Services (e.g., fees charged under the ACSAs between DoD and foreign governments) is 
provided by reference (b). The fo llowing re imbursement rates apply to medical services 
provided under ACSAs by dep loyed/non-fixed medical facili ties:

Note: Date of d ischarge is not bill ed unless the patient is admitted and 
discharged on the same day.

Note: A visit is an encounter with a priv ileged provider inc luding 
di agnostic imaging, laboratory/patho logy, and pharmacy provided the same 
day at the med ical facility. It does not include costs of services/supplies 
ordered by the provider, but those furni shed by an entity other than the 
deployed medi cal facility (e.g., a pharmacy order purchased by the patient 
in the open economy) . 

Both of the fo llowing condit ions must be satisfi ed to support the reimbursement process: 
(a) A current and signed ACSA between DoD and the fore ign government; and (b) Established 



MILDEP-directed billing and collections policies and procedures for deployed/non-fixed 
medical facilities.
