Online Base of Information Widely Accessible over Network (OBIWAN) is a website hosting platform which provides Microsoft SharePoint
availability as part of its ongoing 24 x 7 operations to sites for centralized secure data library activities. The purpose of the SharePoint
Enterprise environment is to provide a single platform for the standardization of hosting and management of Defense Health Agency (DHA)
websites. The SharePoint platform provides multiple capabilities to meet the diverse mission needs of the users of the system such as content
management, document management, file management, collaboration spaces, enterprise class search, business intelligence tooling, business
process automation, as well as supporting custom solutions. The multi-purpose platform allows for managing and provisioning of intranet
and extranets. In this case, it hosts internal sites for Navy Medicine enclaves (intranets) and Army Medicine enclaves (intranets), as well as
sites for intra-service collaboration between DHA members (extranet) and Military Treatment Facilities (MTFs). OBIWAN virtual assets are
hosted at Microsoft Azure Government (Gov) Cloud (eMASS ID 2819). The virtual assets utilize the Medical Community of Interest
(MedCOI) Compute and Storage Management Services (CSMS) infrastructure (eMASS ID 386). OBIWAN is connected to the Department
of Defense Information Network (DoDIN) formerly known as the Global Information Grid (GiG).

The unclassified OBIWAN operates within Microsoft Azure Infrastructure as a Service (IaaS) Cloud system and provides a consolidated
environment for authorized Department of Defense (DoD) Common Access Card (CAC) and Veterans Affairs (VA) users with Personal
Identity Verification (PIV) for the purpose of collaboration and content management needs. OBIWAN is an integrated service covered by the
Collaboration Pathfinder With Cloud Service Provider (CSP) Authority To Operate (ATO). As part of its collaboration and content
management offerings, the OBIWAN SharePoint platform provides users the opportunity to collect and/or store Personally Identifiable
Information (PII); however, OBIWAN does not serve as the initial point of collection for any PII provided to the platform by its customers.

The following categories of individuals from which PII is collected includes Active Duty Service Members, National Guard personnel,
Reserve personnel, members of the general public, and Federal employees. OBIWAN does not serve as the initial point of collection for PII.
The primary responsibility for determining what PII elements are to be collected and stored lies with the primary DoD component, MTF, or
Federal Agency where PII is initially collected and primarily maintained.

OBIWAN is owned and managed by the DHA Solution Delivery Division (SDD) and Web and Mobile Technology (WMT) Program

Management Office (PMO).
