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TRAUMATIC BRAIN INJURY (TBI)
DoD Standard Surveillance Case Definition for TBI Adapted for AFHSB Use

Background

A case definition for TBI was originally developed in August 2008 by policy makers and medical
experts from all Services and from several DoD and Health and Human Services (HHS) agencies. The
Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center (DVBIC) monitors the TBI definition for the military health
system (MHS) and, together with the above agencies, has revised the original definition several times
since its creation. These revisions are outlined below (see Development and Revisions section).

Clinical Description

In the U.S. Military Health System (MHS), traumatic brain injury (TBI) is defined as “traumatically
induced structural injury and/or physiological disruption of brain function as a result of an external
force that is indicated by new onset or worsening of at least one of the following clinical signs,
immediately following the event: any period of loss of or decreased level of consciousness; any loss of
memory for events immediately before or after the injury; any alteration in mental state at the time of
the injury (confusion, disorientation, slowed thinking, etc.); neurological deficits (weakness, loss of
balance, change in vision, praxis, paresis/plegia, sensory loss, aphasia, etc.) that may or may not be
transient; intracranial lesion.”*

Note to Investigators

For investigators interested in the crosswalk between the ICD-9-CM and ICD-10-CM codes for this
case definition, please refer to Appendix | at the end of this document. This update includes no
changes to the previously documented 1ICD9 code set for TBI dated November 2011. No retroactive
changes to the ICD9 code set and surveillance methodology are planned.

Case Definition and Incidence Rules

For surveillance purposes, a case of TBI is defined as:

e  One hospitalization with any of the defining diagnoses of TBI in any diagnostic position
(see ICD9 and ICD10 code lists below);

e One outpatient medical encounter with any of the defining diagnoses of TBI in any
diagnostic position (see ICD9 and ICD10 code lists below).

Incidence rules:
For individuals who meet the case definition:

e The incidence date is considered the date of the first hospitalization or outpatient medical
encounter that includes a defining diagnosis of TBI.

[m] - Concussion/Mild TBI is characterized by the following: Confused or disoriented state which
lasts less than 24 hours; or loss of consciousness for up to 30 minutes; or memory loss lasting less than
24 hours. Excludes penetrating TBI. A CT scan is not indicated for most patients with a Mild TBI. If
obtained, it is normal.

[M] - Moderate TBI is characterized by the following: Confused or disoriented state which lasts
more than 24 hours; or loss of consciousness for more than 30 minutes, but less than 24 hours; or
memory loss lasting greater than 24 hours but less than seven days; or meets criteria for Mild TBI
except an abnormal CT scan is present. Excludes penetrating TBI. A structural brain imaging study
may be normal or abnormal.

[S]- Severe TBI is characterized by the following: Confused or disoriented state which lasts more than
24 hours; or loss of consciousness for more than 24 hours; or memory loss for more than seven days.
Excludes penetrating TBI. A structural brain imaging study may be normal but usually is abnormal.

[P] - Penetrating TBI, or open head injury, is characterized by the following: A head injury in which
the scalp, skull and dura mater (the outer layer of the meninges) are penetrated. Penetrating injuries
can be caused by high-velocity projectiles or objects of lower velocity such as knives, or bone
fragments from a skull fracture that are driven into the brain.

Development and Revisions

The DoD’s surveillance case definition for TBI is the result of collaborations and consensus of the
Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center (DVBIC), the Armed Forces Health Surveillance Branch
(AFHSB), and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).

e In December of 2015 the case definition was updated to include ICD10 codes.
e Al ICD10 codes for TBI are further classified into severity categories. The categories include

mild, moderate, severe, penetrating and unclassifiable injuries (see definitions at the top of this
document).
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e In 2015, the ICD-10-CM methodology of using “incomplete” codes (i.¢e., codes lacking a
description of loss of consciousness, encounter type, or otherwise incomplete codes) to count
incident cases of TBI was reviewed. For the purposes of this case definition, incomplete codes
will only be used if full information is not available. If 7 character codes [A,B], 6™ digit codes
[1-9] or a 5™ digit character code [X] is missing, the remaining code characters will be used to
identify a case of TBI. Investigators may wish to review the specific codes and coding
methodology outlined in Appendix I1: ICD9 and ICD10 Code Set in Excel

e InICD10 most injury diagnosis codes have a 7" character (letter) that specifies whether the
diagnosis involves the initial medical encounter (A), subsequent encounter (D), or a sequela (S) of
an injury diagnosis. When coding fracture injuries codes also include (A) initial encounter for
closed fracture, and (B) initial encounter for open fracture. At this time, for surveillance purposes,
only codes with a 7™ character (A) and (B) will be used.

The impact of including all or only some of the 7% digit characters on the total number of “TBI
morbidity cases”, as well as the population comparability to the “TBI morbidity cases” currently
identified using the ICD9 morbidity definition is unknown. When data are available, AFHSB and
DVBIC will analyze, and create a separate report for, all 7" digit characters to confirm the
sensitivity of the proposed code set.

e Aug 2008: The original case definition for TBI was the result of numerous collaborations between
the Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center (DVBIC), the Traumatic Brain Injury Task Force,
the Defense Centers of Excellence for Psychological Health and Traumatic Brain Injury
(DCoE),the US Army Public Health Command (USAPHC), formerly the Center for Health
Promotion and Preventive Medicine (CHPPM), the Armed Forces Health Surveillance Center
(AFHSC), and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).%

Case Definition and Incidence Rule Rationale

e This incidence rule identifies Service members’ first active duty TBI diagnosis. The date of an
individual’s initial TBI medical encounter determines the calendar year in which they are
considered an incident case, and the highest level of severity documented in the medical record as
a TBI medical encounter determines the severity category classification.

Due to the difficulty in distinguishing newly diagnosed traumatic brain injuries from medical
records denoting repeat encounters for existing TBIs, an individual is considered an incident case
only once per lifetime. This methodology is designed to identify Service members’ first active
duty TBI diagnosis and does not capture new injury diagnoses, (i.e., if an individual sustains more
than one TBI, only their first injury will be counted as a case). Therefore, the methodology
underestimates the total number of diagnosed TBIs in the surveillance population.

In terms of severity classification, if an individual’s medical record contains multiple TBI severity
codes (e.g., mild, moderate, severe, or penetrating), the individual is categorized by the highest
severity recorded in the entire medical record. For example, an individual with a previous “mild”
TBI code will be counted as having a “moderate” TBI if the individual is later diagnosed with a
“moderate” TBI, even if the new diagnoses may represent a new injury.

With the introduction of ICD-10-CM, coding practice may improve to allow the identification of
individuals with multiple TBIs. When data are available this incidence rule will be reviewed by
the newly formed DVBIC and AFHSB Incidence Rule Work Group.

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Code Set Determination and Rationale

e For information on best practices on TBI coding in the Military Health System, refer to the
“Professional Services and Specialty Medical Coding Guidelines - Joint Coding Guidance
Working Group (JCGWG) and as subsequently updated © the Specialty Coding Guidelines
(Version 3.2, effective date 2009/10/01 for ICD9) by the Unified Biostatistical Utility working
group.’

e In 2015 AFHSB and DVBIC reviewed and compared the code sets used by the CDC and the DOD
for TBI surveillance and made the following determinations.

The DOD will continue to capture data for post-concussion syndrome, ICD9 310.2 / ICD10
F07.81. The DOD has a full set of linked health data and is able to determine when this
condition is the first TBI-related diagnosis. This code is not included in the CDC TBI case
definition.

ICD10 code S01.90X (unspecified open wound of unspecified part of head) will not be used
in this code set. The code may represent a minor injury such as a scalp laceration and is
deemed to lack sufficient specificity to classify an injury as a TBI for the purposes of DoD
TBI surveillance.

ICD10 code S02.8” (fracture of other specified skull and facial bones) and ICD10 code
S07.1” (crushing injury of skull) were added to the ICD10 code set in an effort to be
consistent with the CDC. The corresponding 1CD9 codes 802.8 (closed fracture of other
facial bones), 802.9 (open fracture of other facial bones, and 925.1(crushing injury of face
and scalp) do not mention skull fractures and will not be included in the DOD code set.

ICD10 codes S09.8 (other specified injuries of head) and S09.90 (unspecified injury of the
head) will not be included in the code set given emerging epidemiological evidence on their
lack of specificity.® This is consistent with the CDC. The corresponding ICD9 code 959.01
(head injury, unspecified) will remain in the code set until further analyses can be performed.

Codes ICD10 T74.4 /ICD9 995.55 (shaken infant syndrome) is included in the standard DoD
TBI case definition in an effort to be consistent with the CDC. This code is not useful for
surveillance of Service members; however, this code may be included for TBI surveillance
among MHS beneficiary groups.

For investigators interested in an exact match between the ICD10 code series S06.1X
(traumatic cerebral edema) to the corresponding ICD9 codes, consider including ICD9 code
348.5 (cerebral edema) in the query in addition to the approximate match provided Appendix I.

e January 2010: V15.52_1 thru VV15.52_9 and V15.52_A thru VV15.52_F were added to the
surveillance case definition. These codes replaced the VV15.5 and the VV15.59 series. The V15.5
and the VV15.59 series codes, however, are still included in the surveillance case definition for
analyses using data from 2010 and prior.

e December 2008: ICD9 code 907.0 (late effect of intracranial injury without mention of skull
fracture) was added to surveillance case definition for TBI. The working group felt that adding
907.0 would improve accuracy. The group acknowledged that late effect codes might suggest a

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consequence of TBI versus a prevalent case and that the purpose of DoD surveillance is to track
the prevalence of TBI and not the consequences of TBI.

The possibility of adding ICD9 code 905.0 (late effect of fracture of skull and face bones) was
discussed by the working group. The code was not included because the code included facial
fractures and the group felt this might add a large number of face and nose fractures that were not
accompanied by a TBI.

e  October 2008, in an effort to standardize the codes used by DVBIC, AFHSC, and the CDC, the
following changes were made to the TBI case definition. These changes significantly increased
the numbers of TBI cases ascertained for routine surveillance.

ICD9 code 310.2 (post-concussion syndrome) was added to the surveillance case definition.
The working group added the code because there are some instances where there are no
electronic records of earlier encounters associated with other TBI codes. In such instances,
code 310.2 would be the only indicator that a TBI had been sustained.

The CDC does not include ICD9 code 310.2 in their case definition for TBI because the code
likely indicates prevalent cases and they are interested in incident cases only. On the
contrary, the military surveillance objectives are to identify those suffering from TBI and
TBI-related conditions, i.e., prevalent cases, as well as new occurrences of TBI, i.e., incident
cases.

ICD9 code 802 (fracture of face bones) was removed from the surveillance case definition.
The working group agreed that, although the 802 series is a possible indicator of a TBI, the
inclusion of a diagnosis in the 802 series, without any other defining TBI code, would
increase the number of false positives.

ICD9 codes 950.1-950.3 (injury to optic chiasm, optic pathways, visual cortex) and V codes
V15.5 1 thruVV15.5 9 andV15.5_A thru V15.5_F were added to the definition. These
changes were made to be consistent with the CDC and to make the data analysis “all inclusive
and comparable to civilian numbers.”

e TBI DoD extender codes, (1_9 and A_F), are not part of the ICD-9-CM coding system. They are one-
character extenders (sixth digits) added to a specific ICD9 code to denote a unique meaning. The
codes were developed by TRICARE and adapted for use in the DoD to capture additional detail on
the nature of injury, (e.g., penetrating vs. non-penetrating, severity of injury, loss of consciousness,
post-traumatic amnesia, Glasgow Coma Scale, etc.) and to indicate if the diagnosis was made in the
context of the Global War on Terrorism (GWOT). These TBI-specific V-codes became available on
January 28, 2008. See http://www.tricare.mil/ocfo/bea/ubu/coding_guidelines.cfm for a complete
description.

Severity Classification Determination and Rationale

e  For reporting of TBI, severity categories are ranked from more to less severe as follows:
Penetrating, Severe, Moderate, Mild, and Unclassifiable. The highest level of severity documented
as a TBI healthcare encounter determines the severity category classification.

e In 2015 AFHSB and DVBIC reviewed the ICD9 and ICD10 code sets and made the following
corrections, updates, and changes to the severity classifications. These changes are based upon the
recommendations of the DVBIC TBI Clinicians workgroup and will be further evaluated when
ICD10 data are available. There are no retrospective changes to the ICD9 methodology and none
are planned at this time. The updates to the ICD10 methodology may result in some changes in
the distribution of severities.

The methodology for classifying “invalid” codes (i.e., parent codes and codes without a
description of consciousness) was reviewed. For ICD-9-CM codes, parent codes were often
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categorized as a TBI of “Unclassifiable” severity. The DVBIC Clinicians Workgroup
determined this methodology should be changed to reflect new data and scientific knowledge.
For ICD-10-CM codes, parent codes are now assigned the lowest severity in the series rather
than being categorized as unclassifiable. For example, S06.0, a code that previously would
have been considered "invalid" and categorized as unclassifiable, will be classified as "mild"
similar to other members of the series such as S06.0X0A (concussion w/o LOC, initial
encounter) and S06.0X9A (concussion w/LOC of unspecified duration, initial encounter).
Investigators may review the assigned severities in the ICD-9-CM and ICD-10-CM tables
when cross-walking these codes between the two coding systems.

The severity of ICD10 codes S04.02-S04.04 (injury to optic chiasm and optic tract) were
deemed more likely than not to be associated with a “Severe”TBI.® The analogous codes in
ICD?9, 950.1-950.3 were previously categorized as “Unclassifiable” and will remain
unchanged.

The severity of S06.9X9S (unspecified intracranial injury with LOC of unspecified duration,
sequela) was deemed to be “Moderate.” The presence of an intracranial injury is likely
identified by an abnormal CT scan. The updated DoD TBI definition states that an abnormal
CT scan indicates at least a “Moderate” TBI.° The analogous code in ICD9, 907.0 (late effect
of intracranial injury without mention of skull fracture), was previously categorized as
“Unclassifiable” and will remain unchanged.

ICD10 codes S02.110-S02.113 (occipital condyle fracture) were classified as follows; type |
and type Il are “mild”; type II remains “Moderate”. Type Il is an extension of a basilar skull
fracture®® and this case definition categorizes basilar skull fractures as at least “Moderate”
TBIs. Types I and Il by themselves do not suggest that an injury is likely more than a “mild”
TBI. In ICD9 the analogous codes were all classified as “Moderate” TBIs and will remain
unchanged.

In ICD9 the DVBIC Clinicians Workgroup noted that closed skull fractures (803.2x, 803.4x,
804.2x, and 804.4x) were previously categorized as “Unclassifiable.” They felt these injuries
likely represent at least a “Moderate” TBI because the presence of a skull fracture is felt to
take precedence over the words “without LOC” or “brief LOC” or “unspecified concussion.”
While no retrospective changes to ICD9 are planned, the analogous ICD10 codes have been
categorized as at least “Moderate” based upon the recommendations of the DVBIC Clinicians
Workgroup.

The DVBIC Clinicians Workgroup reviewed the 2008 decision to exclude ICD9 code 905.0
(late effect of fracture of skull and face bones). Subsequent TBI coding guidance for
clinicians recommends the use of code 905.0,*! and the code is also used by the Department
of Veterans Affairs TBI Registry. Basilar skull fractures are categorized as at least
“Moderate” TBIs, highlighting the language “fracture of skull and face” rather than “fracture
of skull or face.” Retrospective changes to ICD9 methodology are not planned at this time;
however, future analysis is planned in an effort to harmonize VA-DoD methodology. This
code is not used by the CDC but could be compatible with DVBIC efforts to capture late
diagnoses of deployment-related TBI.

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Deployment-Associated Incident Cases of TBI

If an analysis requires “deployment-associated” incident case counts, the initial defining encounter
must have occurred while the individual was deployed to, or within 30 days of returning from a theater
of operations of interest and the deployment must have been for 30 days or longer. AFHSB includes
Department of Defense defined operations associated with deployment in many of its analyses, (e.g.,
Operations Enduring Freedom (OEF), Iragi Freedom (OIF), and New Dawn (OND).

The specification of “within 30-days of returning” is in recognition of the initial diagnoses for theater
sustained TBI that occur following return to garrison. Diagnoses of theater- incurred TBI may continue
beyond 30 days following return and are not captured using this classification. When estimating such
cases, it should be noted that a causal association for TBI due to an event that occurred during a
deployment or direct combat cannot be proven using data available to AFHSB. 1213

	Background 
	A case definition for TBI was originally developed in August 2008 by policy makers and medical experts from all Services and from several DoD and Health and Human Services (HHS) agencies. The Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center (DVBIC) monitors the TBI definition for the military health system (MHS) and, together with the above agencies, has revised the original definition several times since its creation. These revisions are outlined below (see Development and Revisions section). 
	 
	Clinical Description

	If an analysis requires “deployment-associated” incident case counts, the initial defining encounter must have occurred while the individual was deployed to, or within 30 days of returning from a theater of operations of interest and the deployment must have been for 30 days or longer.  AFHSB includes Department of Defense defined operations associated with deployment in many of its analyses, (e.g., Operations Enduring Freedom (OEF), Iraqi Freedom (OIF), and New Dawn (OND).  
	 
	The specification of “within 30-days of returning” is in recognition of the initial diagnoses for theater sustained TBI that occur following return to garrison. Diagnoses of theater- incurred TBI may continue beyond 30 days following return and are not captured using this classification.
